CREATED BEFORE GOD EVEN CREATED THE GREEN AND GROWING THINGS, BEFORE EVEN RAIN WOULD
FALL DOWN ON THE GROUND. IMAGINE WHAT A BARREN EARTH WOULD LOOK LIKE TO HA-ADAM (THE
HUMAN, BEFORE THEY WERE SPLIT INTO ADAM AND EVE), AND GIVE THANKS FOR THE GREAT VARIETY

OF LIFE THAT GOD PUT INTO OUR GARDEN HOME!

You kill the fat sheep, but you do
not feed the flock. You have not made the weak strong. You have not healed the sick or put bandages on those that were
hurt.

My flock
wandered over all the mountains and on every high hill. They were scattered all over the face of the earth, and no one
searched or looked for them. [...]
